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The Peak District Mining Museum

Introduction

The Peak District Mining Museum is inside the Pavilion, by
the River Derwent in the middle of the town of Matlock Bath, Derbyshire

In the past, visitors came to the Pavilion to drink spring water for their health,
and to dance. Today you can find out more about the oldest industry of the
local Peak District: Lead mining. We can offer guided tours to groups.

Visit our shop and coffee bar and then come into the Museum. The ground
floor will give you the feeling of being in a mine, and you can crawl through the
mining tunnels to explore further. Our tunnels are used by the Peak Mountain
Rescue teams and local Fire Brigade for training and practice rescues, so we
know they are good!

Watch our slide show, the story is read by John Holmes of Radio Derby. You
can also see our collection of minerals and crystals that are sometimes found
when mining.

Upstairs, and we do have a lift for wheel chair users, you can find out what
happens to lead ore once it is brought above the ground. You can also look
down into the mine shafts and onto the larger displays below. We also have
collections linked to mining and how mining can change the landscape.

The Pump Room which used to be where visitors met their friends to talk and
drink Matlock water, thinking it would make them well, is now our education and
exhibition room. It is available to local groups for exhibitions, lectures and talks.
Schools and groups may book it for picnic lunches.

The Edwardian Drinking Fountain is now in the care of Derbyshire Dales District
Council and is located in the Tourist Information Centre.

Temple Mine

Visit our real mine. It is a short, but steep, walk across the A6 main road. It is
a ‘show’ mine and we provide helmets, and a guide if you wish. Learn about
the problems of working underground and find out more about working inside
the rock.

Temple Mine was worked at different times from 1922 to 1940's. The miner’s
were mining Fluorspar, which is used in the chemical industry.
